Additional players are needed for all string sections.  Additional talented brass, 
woodwind, and percussion players are needed for works with larger instrumentation 
requirements and for the substitute list.  Musicians who have not auditioned in the past 
are encouraged to be heard by Dr. Briney, and should prepare a short solo example of 
their choice that will display their musical strengths.  For more information, or to set up 
an audition time, please call the Symphony Office at 217/222-2856 from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m.

The Quincy Symphony Chorus is also looking for talented singers to join the 
ensemble.  The chorus meets on Monday evenings from 7:00-9:15 PM beginning in 
September.

Those who 
have sung with the chorus in the past are not required to re-audition, and are 
encouraged to call the Symphony Office at 222-2856 for registration information.  There 
is no membership fee to join.  The Chorus will present a concert on November 13, and 
will join the Quincy Symphony Orchestra for the QSO Holiday Concert in December.
