The mission of the Quincy Symphony Orchestra
Association is to bring fine symphonic orchestral and
choral music to the people of Quincy and the surrounding
area, to providing organizations for local musicians to
perform such music, and to create and support programs
that encourage young musicians to continue fostering
their interest and skills in symphonic and choral music.

Under the guidance of Dr. Bruce C. Briney, Music
Director & Conductor since 2007, the QSOA has been
thriving. Dr. Briney is an accomplished conductor,
performer and educator. A music professor at Western
lllinois University, he teaches trumpet, and is the former
director of the university's Symphony Orchestra. The
QSOA artistic staff includes five talented conductors for
our adult and youth ensemble programs.

Symphony performances reach over 4,000 children each
season. The Association sponsors many educational
opportunities for youth, including Young Peoples concerts
for over 3,500 school children. These concerts expose
young audiences, the majority from underserved
populations, to live symphonic music through a concert
geared specifically to them. The goal of the concerts is to
inspire children to get involved as participants in music.
The concerts are presented completely free of charge.
